FOOD FOR THOUGHT

Baptism is one of the two sacraments of the Church; the second is the Holy Eucharist. Sacrament simply means an outward sign of an inward spiritual grace. For baptism, water is the outward sign while regeneration is the inward spiritual grace. Both sacraments are in direct obedience to the instructions of Jesus Christ in Mathew 28:18-20 and Luke 22: 19 &20
“Then Jesus came to them and said, “All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to me. 19 Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, 20 and teaching them to obey everything I have commanded you. And surely I am with you always, to the very end of the age.”

“And He took the bread, gave thanks and broke it, and gave it to them, saying, “This is My body, given for you; do this in remembrance of Me.” 20In the same way, after supper He took the cup, saying, “This cup is the new covenant in My blood, which is poured out for you “

It therefore means that when we baptize, we only obey Christ’s command. The Baptism under discourse here is water baptism while Holy Spirit baptism will be discussed at a later date. 

Baptism is simply the initiatory right of the Church into her membership. It can also be said to be a Christian sacrament marked by the ritual use of water and admitting the recipient to the Christian community.

It is one of the most controversial subjects in the diverse denominations in Christendom but the stand of the Church of Nigeria, Anglican Communion in union with GAFCON is very simple and clear.

Infant or Adult Baptism:

Our Communion believe that both children and adults can be baptized; adults come for baptism by repentance while children are presented by their parents and god-parents. It is required of parents and god-parents to present these children before the Bishop when they come of age for confirmation. Confirmation is the opportunity given to these children who because of their age at baptism were not able to confess their faith in Jesus Christ to do so. By so doing, whatever may be adjudged a deficiency in infant baptism has been nullified. This is Biblical as there were instances in the Bible where families (no mention of the exclusion of children) were baptized. Also of importance is that the Great Commission does not exclude children.

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Baptism by Immersion

Some people today believe that only baptism by immersion is acceptable to God simply because that was the kind commonly used during the time of Jesus Christ. However, there is no Biblical injunction limiting us to baptism by immersion only. There are however instances in the Bible that infer to other possible modes of baptism.

John the Baptist could not have baptized thousands of people by immersion in a day, obviously splashing method may have been used. We were also not told that the jailor and the family (Acts 16: 25-35) were taken to River Jordan for baptism, so another mode must have been used.

There may be situations where flowing and/or deep water for immersion is unavailable, will you then deny new converts baptism? What of in cold regions where dipping one in water may be suicidal?  This is the basis of baptism by sprinkling. It is also important to note that some people subscribe to baptism by pouring.

Whichever way we adopt for baptism, the most important aspect of it is the spiritual dimension which is dying to sin and gaining a regenerate spirit. It is what happens inside of the person being baptized that is of utmost importance.

My beloved in Christ, the truth of the matter is that, if you have not received the gift of a new life, irrespective of the mode of baptism, you are doomed. (1st Corinthians1:14, John3:3). Water Baptism is supposed to mark the beginning of our Christian race and not an end. It should lead us to receiving the Holy Spirit Baptism which enables us to live a new life in Christ Jesus. Both Baptisms are very necessary for our salvation as was clearly stated by Jesus Christ in His discourse with Nichodemus in John 3:5;

“Jesus answered, “Very truly I tell you, no one can enter the kingdom of God unless they are born of water and the Spirit.”

· Are you still in the faith into which you have been baptized?

· Have you accepted Jesus Christ as your personal Lord and Saviour?

· Have you been baptized in the Holy Spirit?

Theme: KINGDOM MANIFESTATION

Topic: Understanding Baptism as a Kingdom Principle

Texts: Luke 3:16-22, Ezekiel 36:25-28

INTRODUCTION 
BAPTISM:

The word Baptism is from a Greek word Baptein meaning “to dip.” It is the universal Christian rite in initiation, performed with water usually in the name of the Trinity. It is a means of Grace. Water was used as a symbol of purification in many religions at a very early age e.g. in the ancient world, the waters of Ganges in India, the Euphrates in Babylon and the Nile in Egypt were used for sacred baths.

For the Jews, water is for ritual cleansing (Leviticus. 11:25, 40). Elisha commanded Naaman to dip himself in the Jordan River to be cleansed from leprosy (2 Kings).  Jesus was baptized by John the Baptist in the River Jordan (Mark. 1:9-11) and He commanded us to do this.  These sacraments are an outward and visible signs, of an inward spiritual grace given unto us, and ordained by Christ Himself.  Like the baptism of John, Christian Baptism is for the “Remission of sins”. Apostle Paul made us to know that through it, we participate in the death and resurrection of Jesus Christ.

It is the renunciation of the world, flesh and the devil; it is also an act of joining the community of the new covenant.  At Baptism, we are made the partakers of His kingdom.  Jesus said “except a man is born of water and spirit, he cannot enter the kingdom of God”.  It is a sign of new life in Christ.  It is part of the pre-requisite of making heaven (John. 3: 3 & 5).

Anybody that has received the rite of Baptism is a born-again or a regenerated person, old things are passed away.  Through baptism, our sins are washed away.  Any baptized Christian must not go back to the world because he has been sealed with the Holy Spirit; should not sin wilfully or indulge in secret sins.  The Bible tells us that we should not sin deliberately after receiving the knowledge of truth and what we should expect is terrible judgment from God and raging fire (Hebrew 10:26-29).

ANGLICANISM

ARTICLE 32

OF THE MARRIAGE OF PRIESTS:

There is no law of God forbidding Bishops, Priests and Deacons from entering into marital life. Rather every man that aspires to any of these offices ought to have his own wife to avoid falling into sin of fornication and adultery. The Word of God as contained in St. Paul’s letter to Timothy emphasized that eligibility to priesthood should be based on how well they have run their homes.

ARTICLE 33

OF EXCOMMUNICATED PERSONS, HOW THEY ARE TO BE AVOIDED

Both the Old & New Testaments specify how to resolve disputes in the family of GOD When a relationship degenerates to the point where, for example, a member is flagrantly living in sin or has become heretical, such persons are excommunicated from the body. Excommunication gives the person the chance to do a soul searching. During the period, other members are discouraged from having any contact with the person but encouraged to continue in prayers for such. On their repentance they need to be publicly received back into the fold.

This process ensures that a soul is saved in love so that peace and harmony are maintained in the church.
